"My nephew was around 25 when he came home from work the day before
Thanksgiving about 10 years ago and his mother noticed his skin color was weird. She
asked him to go to the doctor. The doctor immediately sent him to the hospital. He had
leukemia. He spent so much time in the hospital near death hooked up to so many
tubes. He had whole body radiation to try to kill the leukemia in his blood. He had so
many blood transfusions he can't recall how much blood they gave him. Eventually he
had an anonymous donor for a bone marrow transplant. He was given a 70% survival
rate. BUT, he recovered and lives a wonderful life. He has since met his donor. Blood
donations and a bone marrow donation saved his life! It is so important to donate...you
may save a life!!!"
